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I have found the Zoom online classes to be beneficial to my class in many ways. It helps immensely in
showing students that learning is not just lessons in a classroom at a school. Instead it is something
they are always doing in their life. The subjects I tend to focus on in this format are primarily English
and math. For English, it is a good opportunity to have students in smaller groups read with peers at a
similar level. This allows for me to have more time to assist or extend each child in their understanding
of a text without having other students idle. For math, I am able to revise, introduce or challenge
different students at one time. The interface of many windows on a PC screen can provide various
activities and lets students work at their own pace and have ready access to me, unlike in a busy
